EX: When Luis asked why Paul wanted to help, Paul said, “Because we’re all War Eagles”(212). This shows that Paul was prepared to risk his life out in the cold to help out his teammates. Paul showed devotion and courage that night in the bitter cold because Paul felt that his teammates were his family.
3. Explain what led him/her to make the choice, perhaps why it was made. 

EX: Paul showed devotion and courage that night in the bitter cold because Paul felt that his teammates were his family.
4. “Include another quote from the novel that shows Paul’s reaction to the 

choice” (page #).

EX: “You seem kinda scared of Erik and Arthur Bauer.’ Yeah. I am. Who wouldn’t be?’ Luis answered simply, ‘I wouldn’t be. They’re punks’” (222). At first, Paul questioned whether Luis was right about not being afraid of Erik and Arthur, but near the end, after Luis’ death, Paul realized that it was Luis who was correct.

5. Connect the choice with Paul.  Discuss the impact on Paul as stated in the 

introduction. Be specific! (Cause and Effect)  Use words/phrases like: 
because of, due to, as a result, led to, since, therefore, etc.
EX: Because he decided to help Luis and his family during the freeze, Paul found the courage to say to Erik that Erik and Arthur were the cowards. In the end, his relationship with Luis was the reason that Paul had the bravery to stand up to Erik.
